Transport from the Airport Praha – Ruzyne :

Bus
Bus No. 119 operates between the terminal Prague-Ruzyne Airport (Stop-Nove letiste) and the underground 
(Metro) stop Dejvicka (along the street Evropska). Bus stop is located just in front of the Departures at the 
airport. It runs every  5-20 min (depending on the time of the day) between 4:00 a.m. and midnight. Before 
you get on the bus you have to buy a 20 CZK (Czech crowns) ticket available from the vending machines or 
newsagent or at the special booth METRO, BUS at the airport. Masarykova kolej is within 300 m distance 
from the final stop of the bus 119 at the Dejvicka Metro station. 

Taxi
Taxis rank is located in front of the airport terminal. The taxi cars are marked “AIRPORT CARS” on their 
doors. Price to the city centre is around 500 – 700 CZK (17 – 22 EUR).

Bus transport provided by CEDAZ
The minibus service operates from the airport to the city centre. It is a shuttle transport and the terminus is in 
the city centre – Namesti republiky (Republic Square) at the CSA City Travel Centre near to the Renaissance 
and Marriot hotels. VW transporter minibuses are for 6 persons. The price for one passenger is 90 CZK. You 
will take underground (Metro) line B to the stop Mustek, at Mustek you will change to the underground line 
A. You will get off at the underground stop Dejvicka. Before using underground transport, you have to buy a 
20-crown ticket, available from vending machines or newsagents.
From 5:30 until 21:30 every 30 minutes
Airport Ruzyne - Dejvicka - center, namesti Republiky (metro) and back.
Prices are contractual.

Transport from the Main Railway Station (Hlavni nadrazi):
You will take underground (Metro) line C to the station Muzeum, at Muzeum you will change to the 
underground line A. You will get off at the underground station Dejvicka. The underground operates 
between 5:00 – 24:00 every day. Before using underground transport, you have to buy a 20-crown ticket, 
available from vending machines or newsagents. The Masarykova kolej is within 5 minute walk from 
Dejvicka station.

Transport from the Holesovice Station (Holesovicke nadrazi):
Underground (Metro) line C to Muzeum (4th) change to the line A and go to the station Dejvicka 
(terminus).
